The following activities are not permitted at this or any diocesan youth event:

e Use of illegal drugs

¢ Consumption of alcohol

¢ Engaging in sexual activity

e Harassment of participants, staff or volunteers

Violators will be sent home immediately.

Respect each other (as individuals, each other’s spaces and property). If you feel you are not
being respected or are being made to feel uncomfortable, please speak with a Youth Synod
staff person.

These devices are disrespectful of what is going on around you
and limit your ability to take part.
